CODE OF CONDUCT
In order to provides a safe, positive atmosphere, all campers follow the rules as set forth 
herein. Failure to comply with any of the items listed in the code of conduct will result in 
the camper being sent home. Campers sent home early will not be entitled to a refund of 
any portion of the camp fees.
1) No illegal drugs, alcohol, or tobacco products are allowed. Our camp is a non-smoking 
camp. Any campers needing prescription medication must bring written consent and 
directions for use signed by a parent or guardian.
2) Campers will refrain from using profane or obscene language.
3) Campers are required to attend all sessions and be in their assigned locations at all 
times.
4) Campers are not allowed to leave the grounds unless accompanied by their adviser.
5) Campers are expected to dress appropriately and conservatively in accordance with 
traditional school dress codes.
6) Campers must be quiet and in their assigned beds at “lights out” each evening.
7) Boys and girls will be assigned separate sleeping quarters. No boys are allowed in girls’ 
rooms and no girls are allowed in boys’ rooms for any reason at any time.
